Early intervention is a program for children from birth te 3 years of age whe have 2
developmental delay. Some sabes also provide services for children whe are “at mck™ for
developmental delay. Children with heanng loss typically need early intervention services
A early interventionist, 2 specialist who works with infant and toddiers, will help identify
your chilid's needs and create an Individualized Family Service Plan [IFSPL This plan will be
used to provide your child with the services he or she needs.

Earty intervention services support families o help heir chidren reach their full potential.
These services are ofiered through puiblic or private agencies. Your child may receive
Services at your home, 3 clinic, a daycare cender, 3 hospital, or Me ocal health depariment.
Stales decide which children can receive Senices, but they foliow nies under a sederal
law calied *Part " of e Individuals with Disabilities Education Improwement At (IDEA).
These services mighi be wery helpful io your child.

Each stale has an agency that serves infamts and foddiers with hearing loss or other special
negds. $nce your child has been diagnosed with hearing loss, an eany inerventionist or
SOMEQnEe with the sEte agency should call you. i you do not receive a call, or would ke 1o
know more about intervention services in your state, you can call the stale office and ask

to speak with the agency that serves children with special needs. The siate numbsr can be
found in the blue colered pages of your local phane direciory, under "Siate Government ”

It is important that children with nearing loss begin early intervention services as soon

as possible. The goal for every child with hearing loss identified at birth is io start early
intervention no |ater than & months of age or within 3 months of diagnesis. This will help the
child develop communicadon and language skills that will last a lifeime.
