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Establishing Services

e Communicating with EHDI and early
intervention on the state and local
level when a child is identified with a
hearing difference from diagnosis (and
them to us) to ensure intervention
services are in place



Co-Treating

e Collaborative model that includes
medical, family and educational
communication

* Audiologist and SLP in session

e SLP communicates with local early
intervention teacher of the deaf or
school system before and/or after
appointment
