JGIH RECOMMENDATIONS REGARDING DHH ROLE MODELS

The Joint Committee on Infant Hearing (JCIH) has repeatedly
recommended including DHH adults in the systems that
serve families of children who are deaf in their position
statements since 1995. Specifically, they state:

“Families should be provided with information specific to
language development and access to peer and language
models...Families should be offered access to children and
adults who are deaf or hard of hearing, as role models,
mentors, and as appropriate and competent language
models. Access to deaf or hard of hearing adults can
support caregivers in fostering the child’s emerging self-
esteem and identity formation. Information on spoken
language, signed language, or use of both should be
provided.” (p. 28)
